B. If the Exhibitor enters an exhibit which he/she has not made, or in the case of an animal, cared for, the exhibit will be
disqualified.

C. The exhibit may be disqualified by the judge during thgijgl process or by a respective department at anytime
during the Fair.

D. Premiums for all exhibits the Exhibitor has exhibited that year will be forfeited.

E. The exhibit will be removed from the Washington County Fair.

F. A represemttive from the Pavilion Committee or Livestock Committee, County Fair Staff, AND UWEX Staff Member
(if youth Exhibitor) will meet with the Exhibitor tsform them of the disqualification.

G. A verbal disqualification will bgiven to the Exhibitor. If the Exhibitor is in Junior Class, a parent/guardian will be
notified.

CHAPTER ATCP 160
WIS. AG, TRADE & CONSUMER PROTECTION
SUBCHAPTER 1
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS AND DEFINITIONS

ATCP160.01 DEFINITIONS. As used in this chapter:

(1) "Class" means a grouping in which exhibits may be entered, including an animal breed or age group for animal gxebits; a
produce, crop or food; or a specific agge @roup or educational grade level of exhibitor.

(2) "Department" as it relates to the organizational structure of a fair, means an animal species, production groupriocipéher
classification of exhibits. As used in any other context, "departmaegans the State of Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade and
Consumer Protection.

(3) "Division" means one of three exhibitor group classifications for a fair and is limited to junior division, open @inisisanior
citizens division.

(4) "Lot" or "lot number" means the numerical designation assigned by a local fair for a specific category of exhibits within a class.
(5) "Premium" means a monetary prize that a county fair awards to an exhibitor after judging all competing exhibissidtenath
the premium pertains.

ATCP160.02 PREMIUM REQUIREMENTS. (1) GENERAL. (a) The state aid authorized by s. 93.23%13ts.may be paid only on

net premiums, which consist of total premiums paid less total entry fees received. The department wldystetbipremium aid from

any fair which does not enforce the animal health provisions required under ch.1ATiGPall classes of livestock exhibited at the fair.
State aid will be paid only on premiums actually paid by bank check or draft.

(b) No dedictions may be made from premium money won by an exhibitor. Premiums may, however, be withheld where exhibition rul
established by the fair association are violated. A written statement of violation shall be submitted to the deparstifgradtigotaken

by a local fair.

(c) Premiums offered shall be definite in amount. No decrease or increase in published premiums may be made becaseiaf the fi
condition of the organization or for any other reason.

(d) State aid may be paid on no more thane2rfiums awarded an exhibitor under one premium or lot number in open division individual
livestock classes, except poultry and rabbits, and no more than one premium in all other classes, including poulttg.and rabbi

(e) No county or district fair may reive state aid for a premium awarded to any exhibitor in the open division if that exhibitor entered
the same exhibit in the junior division at the same county or district fair. This paragraph does not apply if the exbitiérec in the
junior division only as part of a herd group, carcass class or performance class.

(f) No state aid will be paid on the cost of ribbons, cups, trophy prizes or entertainment contests.

(2) PREMIUM LISTS . (a) Premiums for which state aid is requested by county and tdigtrcshall conform with uniform premium

lists and other requirements set forth in these rules. Fairs requesting state aid for net premiums shall submit tantre degpamted

copy of the premium list used at the fair, as required und&rGP160.2 (3)(d).

(b) The officers of each fair shall mail a copy of the premium list to other associations, societies, or boards coffigindtirMyiaconsin

upon request.

(c) Sections ATCP160.01 through 160.07 and 160.91 shall be published in premium bddksaifsr for which state aid is requested.

(3) ENTRY FEES. (a) A county fair may charge an exhibitor an entry fee. Entry fees may not exceed 10% of the sum of all premiun
offered to exhibitors in theame class for which thentry fee is charged. Iieu of an entry fee, a county fair may charge stall rents for
horses, cattle, sheep, goats, swine, poultry, rabbits or pets. Stall rents shall not exceed $1.50 per single statird33a@0rzér box

stall for horses; $1.00 per single stall or aniora$2.00 per box stall for cattle; or $0.50 per animal or $2.00 per pen for swine, goats or
sheep. A standard pen for swine, goats or sheep is approximatlyshiare feet.

(4) SPLIT FAIR DATES . No state aid may be paid to fairs having split datdesamrior written approval is granted by the department.
Extreme hardship must be established by the fair organization before approval can be granted. A split date is one ithenre exhib
contests are judged, and premiums paid at more than one timmoreathan one location during the current year. When split dates are
approved, all blue ribbon winners shall be required to repeat their demonstration or exhibit at the regular fair datesennpies by

the department in hardship cases. The repadgeatbnstration or exhibit may be presented though the use ofasdéd media, still
photography or an educational display. Split date approval may not be requitkedHiog revue demonstration, favorite foods revue, or
dogs and small animals.

ATCP160.03 EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS . A county or district fair shall meet all of the exhibition requirements of this section to
be eligible for state premium aid.



(1) No fair society or other organization sponsoring a county or district fair shall require broexioi become a member of the
organization in order to enter an exhibit at the fair, nor shall the sponsoring organization make any deduction froitogs esdritium

as a donation to the fair society, or require an exhibitor in any other way tcardakation to the society.

(2) State aid may not be approved fart-of-stateexhibits or forseparate classed local and notocal exhibitors. Aid may not be
approved for payment of premiums to an exhibitor having@rof-stateaddress but claiming \&§onsin residency unless the fair
secretary provides the department with an affidavit tha tkeh i brésidemaee & geographically located within the state.

(3) State aid may be paid only on articles or animals actually on display in an exhibitdbaildintually shown in the show ring on
regular fair dates unless approval for split fair dates is obtained under s. ATCP160.02 (4). State aid may not be pgitHem Dai
Improvement Association records, transportation aid, production contests orpmbiat sducational exhibits unless prior approval is
obtained under s. ATCP160.04 (8).

State aid may not be paid on exhibits removed from the fair grounds before 8 p.m. of the last day of the fair, or sateh ttheras

may be specified by the fainithout prior approval of the department. Authority for earlier removal may be granted by the department ir
case of meat animal sales or othgecial classes, if requested before the beginning of the fair. In other hardship cases, approval may
grantedby the local fair. Exhibits in dog obedience and small animal pet classes may be judged during the regular fair bedairechot r

to remain present during the entire fair. The local fair may prescribe the length of time junior fair exhibitors o§Hadrdezp their
animals on the grounds.

ATCP160.04 JR FAIR DIVISION; GENERAL REQUIREMENTS (1) AGE. In the junior fair division, state aid will be paid on
prizes offered to exhibitors who arel8 years of age on Jan. 1 of the current fair year, efmepxhibitors under ss.ATCP160.65(1) and
160.80 who may be-8 years of age on Jan. 1 of the current fair year. State aid will not be paid on prizes for club parades, club floa
song contests, or project which is not an exhibit or demonstrationfatrthe

(2) All exhibitors in the junior fair division shall be members dfl4FFA, FHAHERO, Wisconsin Jr. Polled Hereford Association,
scouting programs, breed groups or any other recognized youth organization under adult leadership and with anpeshreation
approved by the local fair.

(3) Exhibits in the junior fair shall be a result of the exhibitor's own labor and may include a study, merit, or othleprepect, a skill
area or a supervised occupational experience in which the exhibitorlareguorolled.

(4) State aid may be used for the payment of no more than one premium awarded an exhibitor under any oner poémiumer in

the junior fair division, except when awarded as part of a group in livestock exhibits or in showmanship.

(5) Premiums in the educational department shall be paid directly to the exhibitor who made the exhibit and not to theesttoe, or
except for group premiums offered to inEhool competitive classes. No aid may be paid on education department Fremiess a
complete list of exhibitors and a complete set of judges' sheets for the education department, similar to those rethgred in o
departments, is filed with the department. All educational exhibits shall be displayed at the fair regardietberftiiey are judged
prior to or at the fair.

(6) If 16 or more animals, items or articles are entered in any junior fair class, the class may be divided into 2 q@roxoretaty
equal groups according to weight, age or other identifying charaictanst each group judged as a class.

(7) Special educational exhibits may be established if the proposal is presented to the Wisconsin association of farwbefateof

the year preceding its proposed establishment and the exhibit is approveddpyatiment.

(8) Within any junior fair department under sub ch. IV, a county or district fair may estspéistal classes where none are specified
under sub ch. IV. Special classes may include classes for grade and crossbred females in the bekéepaamg, horse departments.
Premiums for special classes created under this subsection shall be equal to premiums for comparable classes estaldiare in t
department under sub ch. IV.

ATCP160.05 OPEN DIVISION; GENERAL REQUIREMENTS. (1) The totalmaximum premiums set forth for all places in any
open divisionlivestock class, excluding poultry and rabbits, may be divided into premiums for a greater number of places, but tl
maximum premium offered for any additional place shall not be higher thanakimum for last place in the class.

(2) State aid for premiums awarded for horses in open division classes shall be limited to horses which are ownedlipithe exhi

(3) All animals in any open division class shall be owned by the exhibitor, exqapivated in SATCP160.09.

ATCP160.06 SR. CITIZENS DIVISION; GENERAL REQUIREMENTS . (1) The age of exhibitors in the senior citizens division is
limited to persons 62 years of age or over.

(2) Exhibitors in the senior citizens division may not enter tidahitems or articles in both the senior citizens division and in the
corresponding classes of the regular open division.

ATCP160.07 CLASSES; GENERAL REQUIREMENTS. (1) Classes may be combined if the number of entries in several single
classes is insuffient. If any classes are combined, state aid shall be limited to the maximum total premiums listed for a single class
animals, items or articles in that department.

(2) (a) Except as provided under par. (b), no county fair may receive state aiddampseawarded for sexually intact male dairy cattle,
beef cattle, sheep, swine or horses unless those animals are registered purebreds. Registered purebred status shakdoédydacum
certificate of registry from the appropriate breed associatioooiety, or ly a copy of the application for
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registration.(b) Paragraph (a) does not apply to dairy cattle exhibited at a county fair if a national breed assodiasahatettiose
dairy cattle are recorded in that breed association's qualified dekdathich records the genealogy of that breed.

(3) Any animal entered as part of a group class may also be exhibited in a class for individual animals.

(4) Boars may not be entered as an exhibit in the swine department unless their tusks have been removed.

ATCP160.91 JUDGING REGULATIONS.

(1) Judging shall be done at county and district fairs by individuals who are registered with the department and whw/ledge kno
training or experience in the specific class or classes to be judged as determireddpattiment. Judging shall be done in accordance
with the requirements of s. Ag 5.92(3)(a). In no case shall any person who is an officer or director of a fair be glidigleidibits at

such fair; nor shall any person interested directly or intyrecticles or animals in that department.

(2) Each judge at a county fair, shall be provided with a copy of the premium book or list of entry classes at leastor wattsep
opening date of the fair.

(3) No animal/article, irrespective of the numbérentries in the class in which it is entered, shall be awarded a higher rating than its
merit would entitle, in comparison to the standard of perfection in the class.

(4) (@) No state aid will be paid on premiums awarded under the Danish system iasseg except in the junior and educational
departments.

(b) When classes in the junior and educational departments are judged according to the Danish system, 4 group pléeings she
awarded in any class. When there are less than 8 exhibitors in thelwas shall not be more than 2 in the first group, not more than 4
in the first 2 groups and not more than 6 in the first 3 groups. If there are 8 or more entries in the class, thereeshadratthan 25%

in the first group, not more than 50% irtfirst 2 groups, and not more than 75% in the first 3 groups

(c) The number of awards in the last group placing may be increased to the extent necessary to give awards to all exhibitors.

ANIMAL HEALTH RULES AND REGULATIONS

SUMMARY

If a fair or livestock exhibition lasts more than 24 hours, the sponsors shall appoint a licensed veterinarian to @ilydnspacdtion of

all livestock at the fair or exhibition. The veterinarian shall review all records and test resultsdreqdiee ATCP 10.87. If a fair or
exhibition lasts less than 24 hours, all records or test results required by ATCP 10.87 shall be reviewed by a licereséhvatdry

the show chairperson. Records shall include exhibitors name and address, identdfcanimals exhibited including number, type and
description, documentation to show compliance with disease testing and other health requirements, and the livestodogeenfises
any, of the premises from which the animals originate.

This is a summry of DATCP animal health requirements for exhibition only. These requirements may change due to animal disea
emergence in Wisconsin or other states, for example, vesicular stomatitis in the western states. It is always adviskbleitto tbie
Division of Animal Health (608224-4874)for the most recent health requirements when planning to exhibit anAnaisals meeting
exhibition requirements may not meet all import or movement requirements for other purposes

The fair and WDATCP have the right make such tests and examinations as may be necessary to determine the disease status of
animal exhibited and to exclude or remove any animal afflicted with or suspected of being afflicted with a contagiougooisinfe
disease. If at any time anyiaral shows evidence of a contagious or infectious disease, it shall be immediately removed from the
exhibit and slaughtered or quarantined as directed by the department.

CATTLE AND BISON
Cattle affected with ringworm, warts, mange, or scab may notlibited, unless the veterinarian in charge determines the ringworm
lesions or warts are inactive and incapable of transmitting the disease. Any cattle found with ringworm, warts, mangieabiaseab
active shall be removed from the premises of the fair.

Cattle originating from within Wisconsin
There are no test or health document requirements for Wisconsin cattle. However, fair management is responsible fergmaintair
records of persons who have exhibited at the fair, the livestock premises canlg, dnd the identification of animals shown for 5
years. Acceptable forms of animal identification for breeding animals are (1) an official metal eartag, (2) a bree@regisirber,
(3) a breed registration tattoo, or (4) other identification apprdxethe department. For steers, either an official identification as
listed for breeding animals or the eartag applied at wigighay be used. Entry blanks submitted and signed by exhibitors, including
one of the forms of identification listed above Miilfill the exhibitor requirements.

Cattle originating from outside Wisconsin
A certificate of veterinary inspection shall accompany all cattle documenting animal identification (see above) andaall tests
certifications required.
