e All pictures (except stretched canvas art) must be framed and ready for display - Saw tooth or wire
hanger for wall hanging or a frame with a leg stand - Stretched canvas art does not require a frame but
DOES require either a saw tooth or wire hanger.

e Only one entry allowed per exhibitor per class number.

e Do not use press & seal to cover items, use only clear wrap when covering is required.

e Articles will be released on Sunday evening from 7:00pm - 8:30pm.
